'Earth giving
way--mountains falling into the sea--roaring, foamy wa-
ters' kind of trouble." True enough. | have had some
trouble these last few weeks. Not earthquake or driving
rain kinds of trouble. More like a constant drizzle on the
windshield kind. You know, that kind of rain where you
just cannot get your wipers adjusted just right. But,
there were little things...little problems here and there...
little, but constant things. And | forgot. "God is our ref-
uge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble."
Ever-present. Amen.

Questions: Which do you find more often to be derailing
in your spiritual life, the big storms or the constant driz-
zles? When smaller things are the problems, do you rely
less on God? How might you remedy that?

WEEK 2

"God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present he Ip
in trouble.” In the last lesson, we spoke about life’s
‘drizzles’. As opposed to the big storms in life, these are
the smaller, but constant, nagging issues that can trip us
up and keep us so busy that we lose our way, spiritually
(as well as many other ways). But does God not give us a
mind, a thought process, the capability to deal with some
things on our own? Of course!

Well, sort of...

We may not need to fast and pray over every decision we
make. We should be capable of moving about in the world
with a certain level of confidence and competence. But
from what source do we get the strength that the confi-
dence and competence bring? “My help comes from the
LORD, the Maker of heaven and earth.” Once we are
born again, we should begin the process of maturing
again, growing, as the boy Jesus did, “in wisdom and stat-
ure”. However, as we grow, we must make sure that we
never grow away from our Father. It is that "refuge and
strength”, that “ever-present help" that allows us to make
right decisions, always in His will. We must ensure that
we are not blindly going about making decisions and han-
dling problems in a carnal, worldly way. Instead, we must
follow Paul’s teaching: “Do not conform any longer to the
pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing
of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve
what God's will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.”
Questions: What types of ‘drizzles’ are you dealing with
today? What do you do, daily, to ensure that you are mov-
ing about in His will? How can we help with that?

WEEK 3

“Be still..."” Is this a calm, quiet suggestion from God? Or

a reprimand from the Father? If you are a parent, | bet
you have said it..."Be stilll” How you said it probably de-
pended, at least in part, with how difficult it was to get your
child’s attention. Television. Internet. CDs. MP3s.

Video games. Movies. Work. Meetings. Committees.
Teams. Task forces. Soccer practice. Medical appoint-
ments. “Be still...” How hard is it for your Father to get




"your attention?
“Be still...”

Okay. What is God telling us here? What does it mean to
‘be still'? Does it mean that daily quiet time? That is so im-
portant, and yet many of us struggle to make that a regular
part of our day. But could this ‘being still' mean even more?
Notice that we are not called here to ‘be still for a few min-
utes’ and then go on. | wonder if God is not calling us here
to a lifestyle of stillness. A day-to-day, minute-by-minute,
steady stillness in our lives. Not quiet, necessarily, but still-
ness. We have little, if any, control over the level of activity
that surrounds us. We may be in the midst of the roaring
waters and quaking mountains. But God promises His ‘ever
present help’. He also promises that “peace which passes
all understanding.” And not just during our quiet time. "Be
still...”

Questions: Do you have a hard time ‘being still'? Do you
think today’s youth, constantly connected to headphones;
games, etc... will find it even harder? Do you practice a
daily quiet time? What is the longest duration for which you
can “be still”? If you cannot “be still”, can you know God?
My we be still so that we may know.

WEEK 4

"Be still, and know that | am God...”
"Be still, and know...” And know!

What is God telling us here? Obviously, He is saying that
we need to be still, to get to a point of stillness where we can
know (know!) who He is. Can we infer anything from this?
Does it mean that if we are not still, then our ability to know
who He is negatively affected? Many of us wish for greater
faith. Faith may be defined as an assured belief. Assurance
comes from knowledge. Knowledge comes, in part, from
being still. "Be still, and know...”

"Be still, and know...”
Know what? Know that He is God!

Oh, we can ‘know’ all sorts of things about God. We can
read our Bibles and hear lessons and sermons...ah, but
there is a different kind of ‘knowing’, isn't there? It is the
difference between seeing the Grand Canyon in a book, and
standing on the rim. It is the difference between watching
ocean scenes in a movie and feeling the force of the waves
on your own body. It is the difference between knowing that
people get married and falling in love. It is the difference
between seeing someone’s baby and holding your own child
in your arms. It is the difference between intellectual knowl-
edge and experience.

So then, be still, and know...and know (!) that He is God.

Amen.
